 Jesus taught that no man can serve two masters – verse 24 
 Jesus taught that we should not to be anxious – verses 25-34 
 Jesus taught that we should exercise righteous judgment – Matthew 7:1-5 
 Jesus taught that we should not give holy things to vile people – verse 6 
 Jesus taught that we should have faith – verses 7-11 
 Jesus taught that you should to treat others as you want to be treated – verse 12 
 Jesus taught that we should enter the strait gate – verses 13-14; John 3:1-3-9 
 Jesus taught that we should beware of false prophets – verses 15-20 

SUMMARY
