The rider on the white horse is not Jesus; instead, this is the Antichrist, who sets 
out to consolidate his kingdom. Daniel 11:36-39; Revelation 13:1-9 

VERSES 3-4 
These are God’s holy angels, who have held Satan and his demons back for the 
last 7,000 years from waging war and totally destroying the earth. God’s angels 
will remove the peace and open the doors for Satan’s merciless tormentors.  
Zechariah 1:7-11; Matthew 24:4-13 

VERSE 5-6 
The rider on this horse will bring famine on a worldwide scale and will be unlike 
anything man has ever seen! 2 Kings 6:25-31; Ezekiel 4:16-17 

VERSES 7-8 
The rider on this horse is death and 25% of the world’s population will die.   
Every fourth person will be killed; this will bring fear and trauma to every nation 
on this earth. Jeremiah 15:1-3; Ezekiel 5:7-17 
When God pours out His wrath upon this world, there will be no mercy shown to 
the sinner, it is over, there is no more grace, only a horrible death and a trip to 
hell, where they await the final judgment and the Lake of Fire!  
Revelation 20:11-15 



VERSES 9-11 
There will be many Christians who will die at the hand of brutal soldiers and 
prison guards serving the kingdom of Antichrist. However, it is better to die 
without taking the mark of the beast, than to live for a season on this earth and 
then burn forever in the Lake of Fire. Luke 18:1-8; Revelation 14:9-13 

VERSES 12-17

There won’t be any place that men and women serving the 
Devil and his Antichrist can hide. Matthew 24:29-31; Revelation 19:11-21
