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CHAPTER ELEVEN 
This chapter will remain a mystery for a Christian unless he has access to 
historical records of the Jewish people and their development after the 
resurrection of Jesus. In this chapter, Jesus reveals to the Apostle John that 
“Gentiles” will rule the outer court of the temple in Jerusalem. Jesus said that the 
city of Jerusalem will be trampled under foot by the Gentiles (Luke 21:24). Let 
me introduce the term “Gentile Jews” so that the truth will become clear to you. 

THE KHAZAR JEWS   
Around 700 years after Christ, an empire had come into being between the Black 
Sea and the Caspian Sea that stretched north into what today is known as the 
Ukraine. The Khazars were a Mongolian people, related to the Turks who had 
conquered the ancient land known as Minor Asia, where the seven churches 
listed in the Book of Revelation were located.

When the Khazar emperor, his family, the entire royal court and most of the 
people in the empire converted to Judaism, the Khazarian empire in effect 
became a Jewish state that lasted for almost 400 years. But as far as God is 
concerned, their conversion had no spiritual meaning since the first covenant had 
ceased to exist with the death and resurrection of Jesus Christ! Romans 10:4; 
Hebrews 8:1-13 

FACTS:    
1. The Khazar people are not in the blood lineage to Abraham. 
2. They converted to the First Covenant 700 years after it had ceased to 

exist. 
As a result, the Khazars are Gentiles who converted to the religion of Judaism, 
but did not have any part of the promises that God gave to Abraham and his 
blood descendants. In other words, they are “Gentile Jews.” 
When the Khazarian empire was attacked and destroyed around 1150 A.D., its 
people fled west and north into what is today Russia, Eastern Europe and 
Poland. Thus, the large Jewish populations of this region are not descendents of 
Abraham, but of the Khazars, which is pointed out in Jewish history books and 
photocopies are attached to this sermon outline. The leadership and the foot 
soldiers of the Zionist Movement, which was developed at the end of the 19th 



century, is largely made up of Jews from Eastern Europe and Russia. Since the 
Khazar Jews outnumber the Ashkenazim Jews (Jews who migrated from the 
Middle East to Middle and Northern Europe) and the Sephardim Jews (Jews who 
had migrated from the Middle East to Spain and Portugal), it is clear that the 
Zionistic Movement is dominated by Khazar Jews. 
Since the nation of Israel is the work of the Zionists, it should be clear to the 
reader by now that the present State of Israel is the work of Gentiles and ruled by 
Gentiles! 
A check the ethnic background of the prominent leaders in the Zionistic 
movement and the different political and military leaders in the history of Israel 
since 1948 shows that most of them are Khazar Jews. 
This truth will come as a shock to the Christians in the Western world, who have 
been taught that the present State of Israel is the work of God. They have been 
told that if a person will bless Israel, God will bless that person. This is the 
biggest lie which has ever been told to the Christian church. God has never 
spoken this and you will not find it in the Bible. Instead read Genesis 12:1-3, 
22:16-18; Romans 4:12-17, 9:6-8; Galatians 3:16, 26-29 to know the truth.    
Now, let’s look at chapter 11 of the Book of Revelation: 

VERSES 1-2 
To measure the temple is an instruction to carefully examine what is going on at 
this place in Jerusalem. The command to measure Jerusalem can be found in 
Zechariah 2:1-6; Ezekiel 40:1-4, with the purpose of finding out what is 
happening in the city. 
God also taught Ezekiel that not all people will have access to God’s presence. 
Ezekiel 44:6-16 

VERSES 3-4 
At this future time when the temple has been rebuilt and the Antichrist is ruling 
the world, there will be two preachers that will stand in the city and preach the 
Word of God for a time period of 42 months. God told the Prophet Zechariah 
some 500 years before Christ that this was going to happen in the end times. 
Zechariah 4:2-14 
We are told who these two preachers are, and until they show up, we can only 
speculate. All we know is that they are two men and not angels, since they are 
will die and angels do not die. 

VERSE 5 
They will have supernatural power during their appointed time on earth. Compare 
this with 2 Kings 1:1-17  



VERSE 6 
These two men will be a pain in the neck for the Antichrist and his regime. They 
will mock the Antichrist, who is trying to convince the people in the world, that he 
is god! Compare this with Exodus 7:14-21; 1 Kings 17:1 

VERSE 7 
The Devil himself will make with them and kill them using the body of the 
Antichrist. Revelation 17:8 
Interestingly, the Antichrist will be killed at a later time and resurrected by the 
Devil, who will inhabit his body. Revelation 13:3 

VERSES 8-10 
Global television will be used to show the entire world their dead bodies for 3.5 
days. These verses were written down 1,900 years ago, when electricity was not 
known to men, and no one could at that time imagine television and satellites.  
This is truly a revelation from God, who knows all things in advance. This will be 
the greatest “Christmas season” on the earth as people give gifts one to another.  
Compare this with John 16:20 

VERSES 11-12 
There will be a resurrection for these two men and a great flight to heaven for 
them in the sight of all men of the earth. Compare this with 2 Kings 2:9-12 

VERSE 13 
As a prelude to coming judgments, God hits Jerusalem with an earthquake.
