Ocean resulting in Tsunami waves hitting some 11 nations, ranging from Africa,
Thailand, India, Indonesia and some other smaller island nations. The death toll
as of January 1, 2005 stands at more than 150,000 persons killed and millions of
others are homeless. Is there an answer in the Bible to a catastrophe like this?
The answer is YES!
