Along with being taken captive and marched to Babylon, they were also
castrated. verses 3-5

With so many crushing blows, most teenage boys would have become angry,
bitter, and lashed out against God. Instead, Daniel and his friends drew closer
to God, and put their trust in the God of Abraham, Isaac and Jacob.
verses 6-14

God gave his four servants a great victory and elevated them to great political
power in the empire which had destroyed their nation. verses 15-21

children. However, they accepted their fate, bowed to the will of God, and served
God with all their might for the rest of their lives on this earth! Jesus set an
example for us when he prayed in the garden. Matthew 26:36-44
