God moved mightily through the prophet Isaiah and gave him a beautiful 
prophecy. Isaiah 61:1-3 

JESUS BEGINS HIS MINISTRY 
Jesus left the profession of being a carpenter at the age of 30 and went to the 
Jordan River to be baptized of John the Baptist. Luke 3:21-23 
After He had spent 40 days in the wilderness, He was tempted by Satan.  
Luke 4:1-13 
Jesus returned to Galilee and started His public ministry and declared the 
mission He had been given. verses 14-21

This is what He 
commanded the apostles. Luke 9:1-2 
This is what He commanded 70 additional disciples. Luke 10:1-2; 9 
After His resurrection, Jesus emphasized that healing was to be part of the 
ministry until His second coming.  



You find this in the great commission. Matthew 28:18-20 
The Gospel of Mark makes it very clear. Mark 16:15-20 
Jesus had made it very clear to the apostle John. John 14:11-15 

JESUS IS STILL THE HEALER 
It was evident after the Day of Pentecost. Acts 3:1-9 
Jesus healed all the people that came to him. Acts 10:38 
Jesus has never changed. Hebrews 13:8 
Why aren’t all of God’s people in the healing business? 

KNOW THIS! 
There are three ingredients that must be present for a healing to take place: 

1. There must be a healer, His name is Jesus. 
2. There must be a sick person. 
3. There must be a believer in Christ who will convey the healing to the sick 

person.
