JESUS CAME TO DO THE WILL OF THE FATHER
Jesus came down from heaven to earth to do the will of God the Father.
John 6:28-40

No man can come to Jesus and be saved unless God the Father draws him.
verses 44; 65

No one has seen God the Father but Jesus and He is the bread of life. verses
45-51

JESUS BORE WITNESS OF THE FATHER

Jesus had a constant running battle with the Jewish leadership. He could have
avoided confrontation, but made the choice to reveal His working relationship
with the Father, which has become a blessing to Christians throughout the ages.
John 8:13-19

Jesus made a distinction between Himself and the Jewish leadership when He
stated He was from above and not from the earth. John 8:20-29

THE DEVIL IS THE FATHER OF ALL UNSAVED PEOPLE

The Jewish leadership accused Jesus of being demon possessed. He responded
by telling them that in fact they were the ones who were demon possessed and
that their father was the Devil. verses 31-59

JESUS AND THE FATHER ARE ONE

Jesus told His followers that He was the good Shepherd and would lay down His
life for them. He also revealed that He and God the Father are one, and that no
man can remove the sinner from the Father’s hand who puts their faith and trust
in Jesus as their Lord and Savior. John 10:1-38

Remember, it's not so important how you begin your life after salvation, but
how you finish it!
