1) “Believe;” Do we over simplify what we believe? (Acts 16:25-34)

2) Abraham: A true believer (Rom 4:3)

a) From one man’s belief we were given the option to become real believers

too. (Romans 4:12-17)
b) We are like Abraham’s house of (Acts 16:31)
3) Power in belief (Jn 11:20-27)
a) Martha was a true believer. (vs 27)
b) Believer’'s prayers have a “condition.” (Mk 11:23-26)
4) We must “examine” ourselves to see if we are true believers. (2 Cor 13:5)
a) Unbelief: Don't go there! (Heb 3:7-12)
b) Let us not become rejects. (1 Cor 9:24-27)
c) Paul's enemy was his own body. (vs 27)

5) Conclusion: True believers must “press on” till Jesus returns.
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
